Questionnaire rollout

Following successful piloting last year, Africaid has launched its rigorous new outcome

evaluation scheme in Term 1 of the 2010 school year. The first step of implementation
has been to carry out pre-questionnaires with kids who are about to take WhizzKids
United Life Skills Football Training. Then,
six weeks after the end of Term 1, we will
perform post-questionnaires with the same
group of kids to determine what lasting im-
pact the programme has had. The pre-
questionnaire was implemented in KZN
with 355 learners in grades 5-7, all of whom
were just about to begin the programme.

| Besides gathering demographic information,
the questionnaire has a 30-question
6behavioural deter min
preparing for a session assess a range of factors which are thought
to influence the decision to engage in (or
avoid) risky sexual behaviour, or test for HIV. These factors include knowledge, atti-
tudes, intentions, self-efficacy, outcome expectancies, and social norms. We are look-
ing forward to analysing the results which will give us valuable information about the
effectiveness of WhizzKids United!
